This year
the SBA developed new Band Director resources to support delivery of new Secondary Band Curriculum, continued
the new tradition of band in the park, re-launched in-person summer band camps, and supported young composers, to
list only a few of our accomplishments. We remain focused on our Ends to guide our growth, innovation and resource
allocation in service of our purpose as a registered charity.

Online Programs & Program Support

The volume of virtual programs and webinars was reduced in 2022 as more programs returned to in-person delivery,
but virtual remains an outstanding option for musicians and band directors in rural and remote regions. The SBA
is committed to continuing with a level of regular online offerings to help keep our band community connected
throughout the province.

Online offerings in 2022 included:

° Semi—private musician lessons

e When Women Play — An International Women’s Day webinar highlighting the important role women have
in the band world. The session was made possible thanks to our ongoing partnership with the National Arts
Centre.

e Virtual Head Start clinics for beginning band students
e Brass & Woodwind Instrument Repair sessions — again thanks to our National Arts Centre partnership
e Band Director PD session profiling new Curriculum support resources

e Band Composition Course — levels 1 and 2 were offered for the 3rd time since initially being launched in 2020.
The program, led by Saskatchewan Composer and SBA Member Paul Suchan, focuses on developing the next
generation of band composers in Saskatchewan.

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Head Start Support for Beginner Band Students

Our much-appreciated Head Start video series continued to be available this year and was used by individuals and band
directors alike. Going forward, the videos will continue to be promoted specifically for rural and remote schools where

access to support from clinicians is more difficult.

Since the launch of our videos and the development of our Clinician Bureau, the SBA has received requests for beginner
band support. Our focus in 2022 was on supporting requests from inner-city programs where funding restrictions had
reduced capacity and from more remote communities open to online training supports. Overall, the SBA directly
supported Head Start session delivery for 279 beginning band students.

Rural & Remote Band Program Support

A pilot program, launched in the fall of 2021, continued in 2022 providing dedicated support to band directors and
students in smaller, more remote communities. The exact support provided was determined by each Band Director
based on their area’s needs and included sectional support, specific instrument work, whole band or even jazz band
development. Offered at no cost to participating schools, the program utilized our SBA Clinician Bureau and was one
of the original drivers behind developing the Bureau.

Opverall, in 2022 just under 150 band students were supported in 9 rural area schools around the province. Delivery
was primarily done virtually, with specific targeted in-person sessions where possible.

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Promoting the Value of Band
in Our Schools, Community and Province
Member Support - Special Projects

SBA provided financial and other supports as needed to the following member projects:

e Prairie Spirit School Division’s Resonate student music conference welcomed 536 participants as well as 20
teachers for focused professional development sessions.

e GetJazzed Up wasorganized by the Saskatoon Youth Jazz Orchestraand hosted at the University of Saskatchewan.
The weekend was designed to re-engage youth jazz musicians following the pandemic and significant jazz
program cancellations. 24 youth participated and did a short concluding performance to an audience of around
100.

o The Saskatoon Brass Band’s Prairie Music Residency (PMR) returned to in-person delivery, welcoming 42 older
youth and adult participants for the 4 day event, concluding with a concert for over 140.

e The University of Regina Music Department restarted its Brass/ Woodwind/Percussion days with an in-person
day of workshops for Woodwind students in September. Throughout the day 18 band directors brought 287

students from 33 different schools to the university for a great development opportunity.

e The 620 CKRM Rider Pep Band brings the joy of band and football together. In the fall the Pep Band organized
a special Flash Mob event at a Rider Game with the help of Regina area students. Overall, 81 musicians
entertained a crowd of over 7,000.

SBA Summer Band Camps Return to In-Person Delivery

After a hiatus due to Covid-19, 2022 saw a return to in-person band camps. In total, we had 248 participants from 21
unique communities for 2022, down from our high of 468 participants in 2019.

Participant evaluations continue to emphasize the value of our Band Camps on developing musicians:

e Over 86% of participants strongly agreed that camp had significantly improved their skills
e 89% stated the additional training from camp would make them better in their home band

e 86% strongly agreed that camp was a great experience

Camp concerts were also a success with over 1,100 in attendance overall.

To support participation at our Band Camps and to ensure Band is accessible to all, the SBA continued to provide
Merit Scholarships, based on Band Director nominations and Financial Assistance support to families in need as
was the practice pre-pandemic. The SBA awarded 25 Band Camp Scholarships out of 66 nominations. Thanks to
SBA financial assistance and the support of partner organizations such as Creative Kids, the Regina Catholic School
Division (RCSD), the RCS Band Parent Association and Yorkton Band Booster a total of 75 families received financial

support to attend a Band Camp.
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New Band Director Instructional Resources — Supporting New
Band Curriculum

In 2021 the SBA hosted a focus group of Band Directors from around the province to review the new draft Band 10,
20, 30 high school curriculum for the Ministry of Education. The review identified a common theme, that to support
successful implementation of new elements additional support resources would be needed.

Throughout 2022 new curriculum support resources were developed with initial focus on the grade 10 level curriculum
outcomes and learning indicators. The resources were developed into a standardized SBA format, providing band
directors essentially with pre-made lesson plans and the lesson plan supports required for delivery. The goal was to
ensure new band directors or those working to adjust to the new curriculum had access to some immediate “grab & go”
supports.

The initial set of resources were launched early in the fall with a webinar presentation walking Band Directors through
the supports available. Work on the support resources will continue into 2023.

Encouraging the Active Participation
of Bands in Their Communities
Band in the Park (BIP)

Our pandemic inspired outdoor drop-in initiative has grown into its own sensation! Participants have fallen in love

with the relaxed, friendly atmosphere and playing band music for fun in parks and open spaces around the province.

Supported in part by the SBA’s partnership with the National Arts Centre — Music Alive program, the 2022 Band in
the Park program expanded to new communities and even to some Provincial Parks.

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Community Bands Contribute to Culture in Saskatchewan

Over 650 adult musicians played in Community and University Bands in 2022. Another 176 played in Pipe Bands
around the province.

Community Bands make significant contributions to their communities and regions. From supporting Remembrance
Day Ceremonies to entertaining at seniors homes, in community parades and in various public spaces, Bands add to
the cultural fabric of our province.

While ALL bands do a wonderful job, in 2022 the 620 CKRM Saskatchewan Roughrider Pep Band - celebrating
its 30th anniversary year — knocked it out of the park! The Pep Band alone delivered 145 performances, reaching over
200,000 people ... at least! From parades, to flash mob events, to schools and Grey Cup Festival week, the band was
active all year long. Plus the group carried Saskatchewan pride and band promotion to Nova Scotia where they did 47
performances during Touchdown Atlantic. The Pep Band is a fantastic symbol of the energy and support bands provide
to our communities and province.

The SBA was also pleased to welcome and provide additional administrative support to a totally NEW Community
Band in Meadow Lake. The Meadow Lake New Horizon Band launched in the fall of 2022 and quickly grew to 23
members, hosting its first concert in December 2022.

Opverall Community Bands entertained 215,175 people in concerts, Ukraine dedicated fundraisers and community
outreach events in 2022.

Special Project:
Music Experience Program

The Music Experience Program is a partnership initiative of the 4 Provincial Music Organizations: Saskatchewan
Choral Federation, Saskatchewan Band Association, Saskatchewan Music Educators Association and the Saskatchewan
Orchestral Association. The SBA took the lead role administering the program on behalf of the 4 organizations at the
start of 2020. Due to the pandemic, 2022 was the first time the program was able to run.

The Music Experience Program received dedicated additional funding from SaskCulture and Sask Lotteries. The goal
of the program is to provide youth in need from grades 4 to 8 with a targeted experiential opportunity to allow them to
try various musical instruments and singing with the goal of introducing them to a new passion for music.

The 4 provincial organizations significantly redesigned the program with a focus on long-term sustainability and the
potential to easily replicate program delivery models in other communities in the future. In 2022, the program was
offered in two communities: Prince Albert and North Battleford.

Prince Albert’s program, coordinated by Pam Cochet, was offered as a 4-day daycamp style program much as it had
been run previously but trimmed to meet new financial realities. Additional support was provided by SIGA and the
Sask Rivers School Division to provide meals and enable some transportation. The program attracted 51 students who
experienced a mix of musical and instrumental training over the 4 days, concluding with a short performance.

North Battleford’s program, under the direction of Gene Aulinger, had a completely different style. The program
was offered as a fall after-school program over 8 weeks and used existing community organizations to provide the
instruction. The goal of the program was the same — with the added objective of hopefully connecting participants
directly to existing community-based programs once the Music Experience Program concluded. Numbers were lower,
in part due to later promotion, but the partner organizations all felt the approach was a positive and successful one.
